Our target tenant is the young professional sharer. These are people, typically in their mid- twenties, who have recently left college or university and are keen to share a suitable property with their friends or colleagues before buying their first house. 

This is our market of choice both because of the nature of the tenants and because of the consistently high demand, and thus stability, of the sector.

Young professionals provide a high level, low risk income. These tenants are generally willing to pay a comparatively high level of rent in order to live in good quality, well maintained and located properties, which in turn means they can normally be relied on to maintain the good order of the property. They are also more likely to opt to for longer- term tenancies than other sectors, ensuring continuity of occupancy and minimizing unlet periods.

High occupancy rates are also assured thanks to the significant growth of the UK graduate tenant market over the last decade.

Recent increases in the numbers of university places and the Government commitment to providing more people with the opportunity of higher education has seen the overall number of graduates rise significantly, whilst graduates are settling down, and thus buying, at a later stage in their lives as they focus on establishing themselves first in their chosen career.

Given that the South East is the most popular location for first and second places of employment this makes the area the obvious choice for those investors seeking to provide residential accommodation for the professional sharer.
